At present,
the country has five recognized accrediting agencies, of which PACUCOA is part of.
Bach of the five hasits own distinct set of criteria, systems, and stanclarcls, which are often
the subject of debate and discussion in education.

Having been in education for more than five decades now, T have alwayshelieved that we
will be better off with a converged and harmonized acereditation system to ensure the
qua.lity and standardized de].ivery of academic programs.

We are thankful to President Arroyo for 11eecling the recommendation of the
Presidential Task Force for Education (PTEE), of which I am a member, to adopt a set of

common standardsfor accreditation per cllsc1p]u1e

Executive Order Nos. 705 and 708-A which were issued long before I joined CHED
underscored the crucial roles which PACUCOA and CHED's Institutional Qua]ity
Assurance Monitoring and Fvaluation (IQuaME) play in this effort. Through the
creation of the Coordinating Council on Accreditation, we now look forward to a more
coordinatecl, organize(l and standardized accreditation initiatives, in all levels of
education. The CCA will be provided funcling to spearhead the convergence and
harmonization of accreditation efforts. This will not on]y ensure qua].ity, but will also
serve the best interest of educational institutions as well. However, p]ease allow me to
correct the misconception that [Qua ME is another form of accreditation. The mandate
of IQuaME is for monitoring and evaluation purposes only, and it is designed for schools
